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Application Methods:

1) Brush / Roller : This paint is ready for use after thorough stirring. If thinning
is necessary, not more than 10% water may be added.

Clean Up . Clean up equipment with water immediately after use.

Surface Preparation:

Remove all loose, defective paint or powdery residues. Repair cracks, uneven surfaces with Nippon
ACS Putty or suitable fillers. Smoothen the putty / filler areas with sandpaper. Surfaces to be painted
must be cleaned thoroughly and dry, it must be free from dirt, grease and other foreign matters. Allow
all surfaces to dry completely prior to painting. Avoid painting when the moisture content and alkalinity
of the walls are still high. (Recommended painting specification requires the moisture content of the
walls to be below 16% measured by protimeter and alkalinity of the walls to be below pH9.)

Previously Painted Surfaces

Remove all unstable paint film, loose chalk, dust, fungus / algae and foreign matter. Make good any
surface defects, clean off and dry.
